12. Do not wrap tree trunks. Do not use "tree wound paint".
13. All green areas not designated otherwise are to be seeded with turf grass.
14. Contractor is responsible for watering and insect control until the date of final inspection. Replanting, when resulting from site

4. The Contractor shall warrant all new plantings for a period of one year from the date of final acceptance. All replacement plants
shall conform to original specifications. When planting operations must be performed outside the normal planting season for
the locality, this warranty may be renegotiated with the owner prior to planting.
